The Nigeria Deposit Insurance Corporation ("the Corporation") insures the qualifying insurable deposit

liabilities of licensed money banks and such other deposit-taking financial institutions operating in Nigeria so

as to engender confidence in the Nigerian banking system.

The Corporation was incorporated and domiciled in Nigeria. Its registered office is at Plot 447/448 Constitution

Avenue, Central Business District, Abuja. 

Other disclosures relating to the Corporation’s exposure to risks and uncertainties includes:

The financial statements of the Corporation have been prepared in accordance with IFRS Standards as

issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (IASB) and in the manner required by the Financial

Reporting Council (FRC) of Nigeria Act.

The financial statements have been prepared on an historical cost basis, except for debt instruments at fair

value through other comprehensive income (FVOCI) all of which have been measured at fair value. The

financial statements are presented in naira and all values are rounded to the nearest thousand (N’000),

except when otherwise indicated.

The Corporation presents its statement of financial position broadly in order of liquidity. An analysis regarding

recovery or settlement within 12 months after the statement of financial position date (current) and more

than 12 months after the statement of financial position date (non–current) is presented in Note 27.

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the statement of financial

position only when there is a legally enforceable right to offset the recognised amounts and there is an

intention to settle on a net basis, or to realise the assets and settle the liability simultaneously. Otherwise assets

and liabilities are recognised independently. Income and expense are not offset in the income statement

unless required or permitted by any accounting standard or interpretation, and as specifically disclosed in

the accounting policies of the Corporation.

Except for the changes in Note 3 below, the Corporation has consistently applied the accounting policies as 

set out in Note 2.3 and 2.4 to all periods presented in these financial statements. 

The preparation of the Corporation’s financial statements requires management to make judgements,

estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amount of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities, and

the accompanying disclosures, as well as the disclosure of contingent liabilities. Uncertainty about these

assumptions and estimates could result in outcomes that require a material adjustment to the carrying

amount of assets or liabilities affected in future periods. In the process of applying the Corporation’s

accounting policies, management has made the following judgements and assumptions concerning the

future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the reporting date, that have a significant risk of

causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year.

Existing circumstances and assumptions about future developments may change due to circumstances

beyond the Corporation’s control and are reflected in the assumptions if and when they occur. Items with

the most significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial statements with substantial

management judgement and/or estimates are collated below with respect to judgements/estimates

involved.

(i) Impairment losses on financial assets

Financial assets other than trade receivables

The key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation at the reporting date, that

have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within

the next financial year, are described below. The Corporation based its assumptions and estimates on

parameters available when the financial statements were prepared. Existing circumstances and assumptions

about future developments, however, may change due to market changes or circumstances beyond the

control of the Corporation.

The measurement of impairment losses under IFRS 9 across all categories of financial assets requires

judgement, in particular, the estimation of the amount and timing of future cash flows and collateral values

when determining impairment losses and the assessment of a significant increase in credit risk. These

estimates are driven by a number of factors, changes in which can result in different levels of allowances. 

The Corporation’s Expected Credit Loss (ECL) calculations are outputs of complex models with a number of

underlying assumptions regarding the choice of variable inputs and their interdependencies. Elements of the

ECL models that are considered accounting judgements and estimates include: 

•The Corporation’s internal credit grading model, which assigns PDs to the individual grades 

•The Corporation’s criteria for assessing if there has been a significant increase in credit risk and so

allowances for financial assets should be measured on a life time ECL basis and the qualitative assessment 

•The segmentation of financial assets when their ECL is assessed on a collective basis 

•Development of ECL models, including the various formulas and the choice of inputs 

Determination of associations between macroeconomic scenarios and, economic inputs, such as

unemployment levels and collateral values, and the effect on PDs, EADs and LGDs 

•Selection of forward-looking macroeconomic scenarios and their probability weightings, to derive the

economic inputs into the ECL models 

In the process of applying the Corporation’s accounting policies, the directors have made the following

judgments which have the most significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial statements:

Determining the lease term of contracts with renewal and termination options – Corporation as lessee

The Corporation determines the lease term as the non-cancellable term of the lease, together with any

periods covered by an option to extend the lease if it is reasonably certain to be exercised, or any periods

covered by an option to terminate the lease, if it is reasonably certain not to be exercised. 

The Corporation has several lease contracts that include extension and termination options. The Corporation

applies judgement in evaluating whether it is reasonably certain whether or not to exercise the option to

renew or terminate the lease. That is, it considers all relevant factors that create an economic incentive for it

to exercise either the renewal or termination. After the commencement date, the Corporation reassesses the

lease term if there is a significant event or change in circumstances that is within its control and affects its

ability to exercise or not to exercise the option to renew or to terminate (e.g., construction of significant

leasehold improvements or significant customisation to the leased asset).

(v) Provision for deposit insurance fund

The provision for deposit insurance fund includes both provisions for specific claims and a general accrual for

claims. Specific provisions for claims in respect of insured deposits are estimated by management and

recorded when conditions crystallise that in management’s opinion, will likely result in claims to the

Corporation. The general accrual for claims reflects management’s best estimate of losses on insured

deposits arising from the inherent risk in insured institutions. The provision is established by assessing the

aggregate risk in insured institutions based on current market and economic conditions, the likelihood of

losses and the application of historic loss experience.

The cost of the defined benefit pension plan, gratuity scheme and other post-employment medical benefits

and the present value of the pension obligation are determined using actuarial valuations. An actuarial

valuation involves making various assumptions that may differ from actual developments in the future. These

include the determination of the discount rate, future salary increases, mortality rates and future pension

increases. Due to the complexities involved in the valuation and its long-term nature, a defined benefit

obligation is highly sensitive to changes in these assumptions. All assumptions are reviewed at each reporting

date. 

The parameter most subject to change is the discount rate. In determining the appropriate discount rate,

Management assumption with reference to the yields on Nigerian Government bonds, as compiled by the

Debt Management Office were used since there is no deep market in corporate bonds in Nigeria. The

underlying bonds are further reviewed for quality. Those having excessive credit spreads are excluded from

the analysis of bonds on which the discount rate is based, on the basis that they do not represent high quality

corporate bonds.

The mortality rate is based on pre-retirement mortality: A49/52 ultimate tables and post-retirement mortality:

A55 ultimate tables. Future salary increases is based on expected future inflation rates.

It has been the Corporation's policy to regularly review its models in the context of actual loss experience

and adjust when necessary.

When the fair values of financial assets and financial liabilities recorded in the statement of financial position

cannot be measured based on quoted prices in active markets, their fair value is measured using valuation

techniques including the discounted cash flow (DCF) model. The inputs to these models are taken from

observable markets where possible, but where this is not feasible, a degree of judgement is required in

establishing fair values. Judgements include considerations of inputs such as liquidity risk, credit risk and

volatility. Changes in assumptions about these factors could affect the reported fair value of financial

instruments. See Note 4 for further disclosures.

There may be pending cases where the Corporation is joined as defendant. The estimate of possible adverse

judgments of these cases is based on the assessment of the strength of the defense of the Corporation or

advisability of a compromise. The Corporation is of the opinion that these legal cases will not have a material

adverse effect on its financial position. It is possible; however, that there may be material changes in the

estimates based on developments or events in the future.

The Corporation’s financial statements are presented in naira, which is also the Corporation’s functional

currency.

Transactions in foreign currencies are recorded at the functional currency spot rates ruling at the date the

transaction first qualifies for recognition.

Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the functional currency

spot rate of exchange at the reporting date. Differences arising on settlement or translation of monetary

items are recognised in the statement of comprehensive income.

A financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a financial asset of one entity and a financial liability or

equity instrument of another entity.

The directors made an assessment of the Corporation's ability to continue as a going concern and are 

satisfied that it has the resources to continue in its operations for the foreseeable future. 

Liquidity and funding risk:

The COVID-19 pandemic is expected to impact liquidity risk and interest rate risk exposed to by the 

Corporation. However, the Corporation has a robust liquidity management framework and contingency 

funding plan that builds in adequate buffers to support liquidity run-off in a stress scenario. Also, the 

Corporation’s interest rate risk is expected to remain within tolerable limits since significant volume of its 

financial assets are invested in risk free securities issued by the Federal Government of Nigeria in line with its 

investment policy.

Therefore, the financial statements continue to be prepared on the going concern basis.

Future economic conditions are not predictable with certainty and actual losses may vary, perhaps

substantially, from management’s estimates.

The estimation of the useful lives of assets is based on Management’s judgement. Any material adjustment to

the estimated useful lives of items of property, plant and equipment will have an impact on the carrying

value of these items.

The Corporation cannot readily determine the interest rate implicit in the lease, therefore, it uses its

incremental borrowing rate (‘IBR’) to measure lease liabilities. The IBR is the rate of interest that the

Corporation would have to pay to borrow over a similar term, and with a similar security, the funds necessary

to obtain an asset of a similar value to the right-of-use asset in a similar economic environment. The IBR

therefore reflects what the Corporation ‘would have to pay’, which requires estimation when no observable

rates are available or when they need to be adjusted to reflect the terms and conditions of the lease.The

Corporation estimates the IBR using observable inputs (such as market interest rates) when available and is

required to make certain entity-specific adjustments (such as the Corporation’s credit rating, or to reflect the

terms and conditions of the lease).

The classification of financial instruments at initial recognition depends on their contractual terms and the

business model for managing the instruments, as described in Notes 2.4.3.1.1 and 2.4.3.1.2. Financial

instruments are initially measured at their fair value (as defined in Note 2.4.22), except in the case of financial

assets and financial liabilities recorded at FVPL, transaction costs are added to, or subtracted from, this

amount. Sundry receivables are measured at the transaction price. When the fair value of the financial

instruments at initial recognition differs from the transaction price, the Corporation accounts for the Day 1

profit or loss, as described below.

When the transaction price of the instrument differs from the fair value at origination and the fair value is

based on a valuation technique using only inputs observable in market transactions, the Corporation

recognises the difference between the transaction price and fair value in net trading income. in those cases

where fair value is based on models for which some of the inputs are not observable, the difference between 

the transaction price and the fair value is deferred and is only recognised in profit or loss when the inputs

become observable, or when the instrument is derecognised.

A financial asset or financial liability is measured initially at fair value plus, for an item not at FVTPL, 

transaction costs that are directly attributable to its acquisition or issue. The fair value of a financial 

instrument at initial recognition is generally its transaction price. The Corporation only measures Loans and 

advances to staff and other financial instruments at amortised cost if both of the following conditions are 

met: 

•The financial asset is held within a business model with the objective to hold financial assets in order to 

collect contractual cash flows 

•The contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely 

payments of principal and interest (SPPI) on the principal amount outstanding. 

The details of these conditions are outlined below.

Financial assets and liabilities are initially recognised on the trade date, i.e., the date that the Corporation

becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

•How the performance of the business model and the financial assets held within that business model are

evaluated and reported to the entity's key management personnel.

•The risks that affect the performance of the business model (and the financial assets held within that

business model) and, in particular, the way those risks are managed. 

•How managers of the business are compensated (for example, whether the compensation is based on the

•The expected frequency, value and timing of sales are also important aspects of the Corporation’s

assessment 

The business model assessment is based on reasonably expected scenarios without taking 'worst case' or

'stress case’ scenarios into account. If cash flows after initial recognition are realised in a way that is different

from the Corporation's original expectations, the Corporation does not change the classification of the

remaining financial assets held in that business model, but incorporates such information when assessing

newly originated or newly purchased financial assets going forward. 

As a second step of its classification process the Corporation assesses the contractual terms of financial

assets to identify whether they meet the SPPI test.

‘Principal’ for the purpose of this test is defined as the fair value of the financial asset at initial recognition and

may change over the life of the financial asset (for example, if there are repayments of principal or

amortisation of the premium/discount). 

The most significant elements of interest within a lending arrangement are typically the consideration for the

time value of money and credit risk. To make the SPPI assessment, the Corporation applies judgement and

considers relevant factors such as the currency in which the financial asset is denominated, and the period

for which the interest rate is set.

In contrast, contractual terms that introduce a more than de minimis exposure to risks or volatility in the

contractual cash flows that are unrelated to a basic lending arrangement do not give rise to contractual

cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on the amount outstanding. In such cases, the

financial asset is required to be measured at FVPL. 

Debt instruments at FVOCI

The Corporation determines its business model at the level that best reflects how it manages groups of

financial assets to achieve its business objective. 

The Corporation's business model is not assessed on an instrument-by-instrument basis, but at a higher level of

aggregated portfolios and is based on observable factors such as:

The Corporation considers control to be transferred if and only if, the transferee has the practical ability to sell

the asset in its entirety to an unrelated third party and is able to exercise that ability unilaterally and without

imposing additional restrictions on the transfer. 

Derecognition other than for substantial modification

A financial asset (or, where applicable, a part of a financial asset or part of a group of similar financial assets)

is derecognised when the rights to receive cash flows from the financial asset have expired. The Corporation

also derecognises the financial asset if it has both transferred the financial asset and the transfer qualifies for

derecognition. 

The Corporation has transferred the financial asset if, and only if, either:

Impairment of financial assets

Overview of the ECL principles

The adoption of IFRS 9 has fundamentally changed the Corporation’s loan loss impairment method by

replacing IAS 39’s incurred loss approach with a forward-looking ECL approach. From 1 January 2018, the

Corporation has been recording the allowance for expected credit losses for all loans and other debt

financial assets not held at FVPL. 

The ECL allowance is based on the credit losses expected to arise over the life of the asset (the lifetime

expected credit loss or LTECL), unless there has been no significant increase in credit risk since origination, in

which case, the allowance is based on the 12 months’ expected credit loss (12mECL) as outlined in Note

2.4.6.2). The Corporation’s policies for determining if there has been a significant increase in credit risk are set

out in Note 4.4. 

The 12mECL is the portion of LTECLs that represent the ECLs that result from default events on a financial

instrument that are possible within the 12 months after the reporting date. 

Both LTECLs and 12mECLs are calculated on either an individual basis or a collective basis, depending on the

nature of the underlying portfolio of financial instruments. 

The Corporation has established a policy to perform an assessment, at the end of each reporting period, of

whether a financial instrument’s credit risk has increased significantly since initial recognition, by considering

the change in the risk of default occurring over the remaining life of the financial instrument. 

This is further explained in Note 4.4

Based on the above process, the Corporation groups its loans and other financial assets into Stage 1, Stage 2

and Stage 3, as described below: 

•Stage 1: When loans or financial instrument are first recognised, the Corporation recognises an allowance

based on 12mECLs. Stage 1 loans or financial instruments also include facilities where the credit risk has

improved and the loans or financial instrument has been reclassified from Stage 2. 

•Stage 2: When a loan or financial instrument has shown a significant increase in credit risk since origination,

the Corporation records an allowance for the LTECLs. Stage 2 loans or financial instrument also include

facilities, where the credit risk has improved and the loans or financial instruments has been reclassified from

Stage 3. 

•Stage 3: Loans or financial instruments considered credit-impaired (as outlined in Note 4.4).The Corporation

records an allowance for the LTECLs.

When the Corporation has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and rewards and has

retained control of the asset, the asset continues to be recognised only to the extent of the Corporation’s

continuing involvement, in which case, the Corporation also recognises an associated liability. The

transferred asset and the associated liability are measured on a basis that reflects the rights and obligations

that the Corporation has retained. 

A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged, cancelled or expires.

Where an existing financial liability is replaced by another from the same lender on substantially different

terms, or the terms of an existing liability are substantially modified, such an exchange or modification is

treated as a derecognition of the original liability and the recognition of a new liability. The difference

between the carrying value of the original financial liability and the consideration paid is recognised in profit

or loss.

For financial assets for which the Corporation has no reasonable expectations of recovering either the entire

outstanding amount, or a proportion thereof, the gross carrying amount of the financial asset is reduced. This

is considered a (partial) derecognition of the financial asset.

The calculation of ECLs 

The Corporation calculates ECLs based on a three probability-weighted scenarios to measure the expected

cash shortfalls, discounted using the financial instruments EIR. A cash shortfall is the difference between the cash

flows that are due to an entity in accordance with the contract and the cash flows that the entity expects to

receive. 

The mechanics of the ECL calculations are outlined below and the key elements are, as follows: 

•PD: The Probability of Default is an estimate of the likelihood of default over a given time horizon. A default

may only happen at a certain time over the assessed period, if the facility has not been previously

derecognised and is still in the portfolio. The concept of PDs is further explained in Note 4.4. 

•EAD: The Exposure at Default is an estimate of the exposure at a future default date, taking into 

account expected changes in the exposure after the reporting date, including repayments of principal and

interest, whether scheduled by contract or otherwise, and accrued interest from missed payments. The EAD is

further explained in Note 4.4. 

•LGD: The Loss Given Default is an estimate of the loss arising in the case where a default occurs at 

a given time. It is based on the difference between the contractual cash flows due and those that the lender

would expect to receive. It is usually expressed as a percentage of the EAD. The LGD is further explained in Note

4.4.

When estimating the ECLs, the Corporation considers three scenarios (a base case, an upturn and downturn).

Each of these scenario is associated with different PDs, EADs and LGDs. When relevant, the assessment of

multiple scenarios also incorporates how defaulted loans or financial instrument are expected to be recovered,

including the probability that the loans or financial instrument will cure and the amount that the Corporation

can recover from the outstanding loans or financial instrument amount. 

The maximum period for which the credit losses are determined is the contractual life of a financial

instrument unless the Corporation has the legal right to call it earlier.

Impairment losses and releases are accounted for and disclosed separately in the statement of profit or loss.

The mechanics of the ECL method are summarized below:

•Stage 1: The 12mECL is calculated as the portion of LTECLs that represent the ECLs that result from default

events on a financial instrument that are possible within the 12 months after the reporting date. The

Corporation calculates the 12mECL allowance based on the expectation of a default occurring in the 12

months following the reporting date. These expected 12-month default probabilities are applied to a

forecast EAD and multiplied by the expected LGD and discounted by the original EIR. This calculation is

made for each of the three scenarios, as explained above.

•Stage 2: When a loan has shown a significant increase in credit risk since origination, the Corporation

records an allowance for the LTECLs. The mechanics are similar to those explained above, including the use

of multiple scenarios, but PDs and LGDs are estimated over the lifetime of the instrument. The expected cash

shortfalls are discounted by the original EIR.

Corporation as a lessee

i) Right-of-use assets

The Corporation recognises right-of-use assets at the commencement date of the lease (i.e., the date the

underlying asset is available for use). Right-of-use assets are measured at cost, less any accumulated

depreciation and impairment losses, and adjusted for any remeasurement of lease liabilities. The cost of right-

of-use assets includes the amount of lease liabilities recognised, initial direct costs incurred, and lease

payments made at or before the commencement date less any lease incentives received. Right-of-use

assets are depreciated on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

The right-of-use assets are presented within Note 15 Property, equipment and right-of-use assets and are

subject to impairment in line with the Corporation’s policy as described in Note 2.4.14 Impairment of non-

financial assets.  

Offsetting financial instruments - policy applicable for current and comparative periods

Financial assets and liabilities are set off and the net amount presented in the statement of financial position

when, and only when, the Corporation has a legal right to set off the amounts and intends either to settle on

a net basis or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Income and expenses are presented on a net basis only when permitted under IFRSs, or for gains and losses

arising from a group of similar transactions such as in the Corporation’s trading activity.

Leases  

The Corporation assesses at contract inception whether a contract is, or contains, a lease. That is, if the

contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange for

consideration. 

The Corporation applies a single recognition and measurement approach for all leases, except for short-term

leases and leases of low-value assets. The Corporation recognises lease liabilities to make lease payments

and right-of-use assets representing the right to use the underlying assets. 

Debt instruments measured at fair value through OCI

The ECLs for debt instruments measured at FVOCI do not reduce the carrying amount of these financial

assets in the statement of financial position, which remains at fair value. Instead, an amount equal to the

allowance that would arise if the assets were measured at amortised cost is recognised in OCI as an

accumulated impairment amount, with a corresponding charge to profit or loss. The accumulated loss

recognised in OCI is recycled to the profit and loss upon derecognition of the assets.

Financial assets are written off either partially or in their entirety only when the Corporation has stopped

pursuing the recovery. If the amount to be written off is greater than the accumulated loss allowance, the

difference is first treated as an addition to the allowance that is then applied against the gross carrying

amount. Any subsequent recoveries are credited to credit loss expense.

•Stage 3: For loans considered credit-impaired (as defined in Note 4.4), the Corporation recognises the 

lifetime expected credit losses for these financial instruments. The method is similar to that for Stage 2 assets, 

with the PD set at 100%.

2.4.8 Recognition of interest income

2.4.8.1 The effective interest rate method

Leases in which the Corporation does not transfer substantially all the risks and rewards incidental to

ownership of an asset are classified as operating leases. Rental income arising is accounted for on a straight-

line basis over the lease terms and is included in revenue in the statement of profit or loss due to its operating

nature. Initial direct costs incurred in negotiating and arranging an operating lease are added to the

carrying amount of the leased asset and recognised overthe lease term on the same basis as rental income.

Contingent rents are recognised as revenue in the period in which they are earned. 

Interest income is recorded using the effective interest rate (EIR) method for all financial instruments

measured at amortised cost.The EIR is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash receipts through

the expected life of the financial instrument or, when appropriate, a shorter period, to the net carrying

amount of the financial asset. 

The EIR (and therefore, the amortised cost of the asset) is calculated by taking into account any discount or

premium on acquisition, fees and costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The Corporation recognises

interest income using a rate of return that represents the best estimate of a constant rate of return over the

expected life of the loan. Hence, it recognises the effect of potentially different interest rates charged at

various stages, and other characteristics of the product life cycle (including prepayments, penalty interest

and charges). 

At the commencement date of the lease, the Corporation recognises lease liabilities measured at the

present value of lease payments to be made over the lease term. The lease payments include fixed

payments (including in-substance fixed payments) less any lease incentives receivable, variable lease

payments that depend on an index or a rate, and amounts expected to be paid under residual value

guarantees. The lease payments also include the exercise price of a purchase option reasonably certain to

be exercised by the Corporation and payments of penalties for terminating the lease, if the lease term

reflects the Corporation exercising the option to terminate. Variable lease payments that do not depend on

an index or a rate are recognised as expenses (unless they are incurred to produce inventories) in the period

in which the event or condition that triggers the payment occurs. 

In calculating the present value of lease payments, the Corporation uses its incremental borrowing rate at

the lease commencement date because the interest rate implicit in the lease is not readily determinable.

After the commencement date, the amount of lease liabilities is increased to reflect the accretion of interest

and reduced for the lease payments made. In addition, the carrying amount of lease liabilities is remeasured

if there is a modification, a change in the lease term, a change in the lease payments (e.g., changes to

future payments resulting from a change in an index or rate used to determine such lease payments) or a

change in the assessment of an option to purchase the underlying asset. 

The Corporation’s lease liabilities are included in Account payables and other liabilities (see Note 20). 

iii) Short-term leases and leases of low-value assets

The Corporation applies the short-term lease recognition exemption to its short-term leases of machinery and

equipment (i.e., those leases that have a lease term of 12 months or less from the commencement date and

do not contain a purchase option). It also applies the lease of low-value assets recognition exemption to

leases of office equipment that are considered to be low value. Lease payments on short-term leases and

leases of low-value assets are recognised as expense on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

Rental income arising from operating leases on properties leased out by the Corporation is accounted for on

a straight-line basis over the lease terms and included in rental income in the statement of comprehensive

income.

Cash and cash equivalents as referred to in the statement of cash flows comprises cash on hand,

non–restricted current accounts with Central Bank of Nigeria (CBN) and amounts due from CBN on demand

or with an original maturity of three months or less, which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in

value. 

Property and equipment is stated at cost excluding the costs of day–to–day servicing, less accumulated

depreciation and accumulated impairment in value. Changes in the expected useful life are accounted for

by changing the depreciation period or methodology, as appropriate, and treated as changes in

accounting estimates. Right-of-use assets are presented together with property and equipment in the

statement of financial position – refer to the accounting policy in Note 2.4.7.

Depreciation is calculated using the straight–line method to write down the cost of each component of

property, plant and equipment to their residual values over their estimated useful lives.

An item of property, plant and equipment and any significant part initially recognised is derecognised upon

disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising

on de-recognition of the asset (calculated as the difference between the net disposal proceeds and the

carrying amount of the asset) is included in the statement of comprehensive income when the asset is

derecognized.

The residual values, useful lives and methods of depreciation of property, plant and equipment are reviewed

at each financial year end and adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.

If expectations regarding the cash flows on the financial asset are revised for reasons other than credit risk.

The adjustment is booked as a positive or negative adjustment to the carrying amount of the asset in the

balance sheet with an increase or reduction in interest income. The adjustment is subsequently amortised

through Interest income in the profit or loss. 

The Corporation calculates interest income by applying the EIR to the gross amount of financial assets other

than credit-impaired assets.

The Corporation assesses at each reporting date whether there is an indication that an asset may be

impaired. If any indication exists, or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required, the Corporation

estimates the asset’s recoverable amount.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a

pre–tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks

specific to the asset. In determining fair value less costs to sell, an appropriate valuation model is used. These

calculations are corroborated by valuation multiples or other available fair value indicators.

Intangible assets acquired separately are measured on initial recognition at cost. Following initial recognition,

intangible assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses,

if any. Internally generated intangibles, excluding capitalised development costs, are not capitalised and

the related expenditure is reflected in the statement of comprehensive income in the period in which the

expenditure is incurred.

Intangible assets with finite lives are amortised on a straight line basis over the useful economic life and

assessed for impairment whenever there is an indication that the intangible asset may be impaired.

Insurance premiums received for each category of insured financial institutions are transferred to a Deposit 

Insurance Fund account inaccordance with Section 17(4) of the NDIC Act 2006. This account represents the 

insurance premium received from insured financial institutions net claims paid out. The premium received, 

usually on demand, are initially measured at fair value and subsequently, at amortised cost (See note 2.4.3).

The Corporation operates defined benefit plans. The cost of providing benefits under the defined benefit

plans are determined using the projected unit credit actuarial valuation method.

Re-measurements, comprising of actuarial gains and losses, the effect of the asset ceiling and the return on

plan assets (excluding net interest), are recognized immediately in the statement of financial position with a

corresponding debit or credit to retained earnings through OCI in the period in which they occur. Re-

measurements are not reclassified to the statement of comprehensive income in subsequent periods.

Net interest income and expense is calculated by applying the discount rate disclosed in Note 21 to the net

defined benefit liability or asset. 

Provisions are recognised when the Corporation has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of

a past event, and it is probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required

to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation. The expense

relating to any provision is presented in the statement of comprehensive income net of any reimbursement.

For assets excluding goodwill, an assessment is made at each reporting date as to whether there is any

indication that previously recognised impairment losses may no longer exist or may have decreased. If such

indication exists, the Corporation estimates the asset’s or CGU’s recoverable amount. A previously

recognized impairment loss is reversed only if there has been a change in the assumptions used to determine

the asset’s recoverable amount since the last impairment loss was recognised. The reversal is limited so that

the carrying amount of the asset does not exceed its recoverable amount, nor exceeds the carrying amount

that would have been determined, net of depreciation, had no impairment loss been recognised for the

asset in prior years.

The Corporation operates defined benefit plans for other long term employee benefits. The cost of providing 

benefits under the defined benefit plans are determined using the projected unit credit actuarial valuation 

method.

Re-measurements gains and losses on other long employee benefits such as Long Service Award and 

Severance Benefit for the Board of Directors are recognised in profit or loss in the period in which they occur.

The Corporation operates a defined contribution pension plan in accordance with the Pension Reform Act. 

Under the Contributory scheme, both the employees and the employer contribute to the scheme as 

permitted by the Act. The Corporation has no further payment obligations once the contribution has been 

paid. Contribution payable is record as an expense under 'employee benefit expense'. Unpaid contributions 

are recorded as a liability.

Provision is made for any such recoverable considered doubtful of recovery.

The Asset Management Department and Claims Resolution Department of the Corporation are responsible

for the administration of the assets and liabilities of banks-in-liquidation. The assets and claims against those

assets are accounted for separately to ensure that liquidation proceeds are distributed in accordance with

applicable laws and regulations. All post-closing expenses incurred by the Corporation on behalf of banks-in-

liquidation are recoverable from those entities. 

The Corporation measures certain financial instruments at fair value at each reporting date. Fair value

related disclosures for financial instruments and non-financial assets that are measured at fair value or for

which fair values are disclosed, are summarised in the following notes: 

General reserve fund represents the remaining surplus after transfer of eighty percent of the net operating

surplus to the Federal Government of Nigeria Consolidated Revenue Fund.

Model of the Corporation which is based on a defined risk exposure as the Total Insured Deposits of 

categorised Unsound and Marginal Banks plus a provision of the Insured Deposits of Sound Banks in the 

system at any point in time

Provision for insured deposit obligations includes both provision for specific losses and a general accrual for

losses for marginal and unsound institutions. Specific provisions for losses in respect of insured deposit

obligations are recorded when an insured bank’s license has been revoked. The general accrual reflects

management’s best estimate of losses on insured deposits obligation likely to arise from institutions that are

assessed by their current market and economic conditions to be unhealthy.

Future economic conditions are not predictable with certainty and actual losses may vary, perhaps

substantially, from Management’s estimate.

Model results are then considered along with the level of the Deposit Insurance Fund (DIF), as well as

management’s judgement regarding economic and market conditions to come to a final determination of

what the general accrual for claims should be.

Receivership costs are classified into pre-closing, closing and post-closing expenses. Pre-closing and closing

expenses are written-off to the statement of comprehensive income in the period they are incurred while

post-closing expenses are recoverable from the relevant closed banks.

Fair value reserve, which comprises changes in fair value of debt instruments at FVOCI.

Other reserve represents funds set aside by the Corporation for motor vehicle insurance sinking fund.

(a) Insurance risk 

Introduction

There are inherent risks in the Corporation’s activities which are managed through a process of ongoing identification,

measurement and monitoring, subject to risk limits and other controls. The Corporation is exposed to insurance risk and

financial risk (credit risk, liquidity risk and market risk), the latter being subdivided into trading and non–trading risks. It is also

subject to agency, operating and reputational risks.

The Enterprise Risk Management Department reports to the Board through its Committee on IT/Corporate Strategy and

reports administratively to the Managing Director/Chief Executive Officer. The Corporation's Enterprise Risk Management

Department is structured into three (3) groups and each is headed by staff not below the grade of Principal Manager. The

Chief Risk Officer heads the department and is supported by other group heads.

The Corporation uses both quantitative and qualitative techniques to measure risk. It uses AMAZ RILIERT risk rating system

with 16 possibilities; 4-point likelihood scale- (Low, Medium, High and Very High) and 4-point impact Scale-(Minor, Moderate,

Significant and Very Significant).

The Corporation generates mainly two (2) types of reports namely; (i) Monthly Risk reports (MRR 100), (ii) Quarterly Risk

Report (QRR 200). Update on the risk profile of the Corporation to the Board and Management are on quarterly and annual

basis. Special reports are often generated for the Board and Management.

The Corporation in mitigating risks has designed control measures to mitigate the significant risks inherent in its operations.

The Corporation also monitors risk agents by carrying out on-site and off site monitoring of insured institutions.

The Corporation established the Enterprise Risk Management Department (ERMD) to develop and coordinate the

implementation of its Enterprise Risk Management (ERM) Framework. The objective of the Framework is to enable the

Corporation consistently identify, assess and manage risks likely to impede the achievement of its mandates in an efficient

manner.

The Corporation’s capital is comprised of retained earnings and ordinary share capital. The Corporation is not subject to

externally imposed capital requirements. 

The Board’s policy is to enhance the financial soundness of the Corporation. As of 31 December 2022, the Corporation had

a deposit insurance fund of N1.973 trillion (2021:N1.732 trillion) which represents 90 basis points of the insured deposits in the

insured institutions. NDIC’s minimum target range for the DIF is between 25 and 50 basis points of total insured deposits. 

The most significant risk faced by the Corporation is insurance risk. This is the risk of loss or cost incurred in the event of any

intervention associated with insuring deposits. The level of insurance risk facing the Corporation will depend on the level of

potential distress in the financial system.

The risk exposure is mitigated by the availability of a deposit insurance fund to meet any failure of an insured institution. Also

on-site examination and off-site surveillance are conducted on a regular basis to identify weaknesses and prompt

corrective actions in the insured institutions.
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(b) Financial risks

1) Credit risk

Exposure at Default

Credit risk is the risk of loss attributable to counterparties failing to honor their obligations to the Corporation. It could

manifest if an insured institution that receives financial assistance from the Corporation in form of credit facility or

counterparty to a financial instrument in which the Corporation has invested fails to meet its financial obligation when it falls

due.

This is the risk associated with managing the Corporation’s assets and liabilities. Financial risk can manifest in the following

ways: credit, liquidity, and market risks.

The references below show where the Corporation’s impairment assessment and measurement approach is set out in this

report. It should be read in conjunction with the Summary of significant accounting policies.

The Corporation considers a financial instrument defaulted and therefore Stage 3 (credit-impaired) for ECL calculations in

all cases when the issuer/borrower becomes 90 days past due on its contractual payments. 

As a part of a qualitative assessment of whether an issuer/ borrower is in default, the Corporation also considers a variety of

instances that may indicate unlikeliness to pay. When such events occur, the Corporation carefully considers whether the

event should result in treating the issuer as defaulted and therefore assessed as Stage 3 for ECL calculations or whether

Stage 2 is appropriate.

The exposure at default (EAD) represents the gross carrying amount of the financial instruments subject to the impairment

calculation, addressing both the client’s ability to increase its exposure while approaching default and potential early

repayments too. 

To calculate the EAD for a Stage 1 exposure, the Corporation assesses the possible default events within 12 months for the

calculation of the 12mECL. However, if a Stage 1 exposure that is expected to default in the 12 months from the balance

sheet date and is also expected to cure and subsequently default again, then all linked default events are taken into

account. For Stage 2 and Stage 3 financial assets, the exposure at default is considered for events over the lifetime of the

instruments.

• External rating of the issuer indicating default or near-default 

• The borrower requesting emergency funding from the Corporation 

• The borrower is deceased   

• Issuer’s listed debt suspended at the primary exchange because of rumours or facts about financial difficulties  

It is the Corporation’s policy to consider a financial instrument as ‘cured’ and thereforere-classified out of Stage 3 when

none of the default criteria have been present for at least six consecutive months. The decision whether to classify an asset

as Stage 2 or Stage 1 once cured depends on the updated credit grade, at the time of the cure, and whether this indicates

there has been a significant increase in credit risk compared to initial recognition. 

In the absence of internally-generated PDs due to the issuers having no previous history of default, NDIC adopted a one-

year PD term structure from the Standard & Poor Global Default Rate Study for Sovereign entities. In adopting the S&P term

structure, the local external rating of Federal Government of Nigeria was calibrated to S&P rating grades. Since the

Corporation’s financial instrument were not rated by any rating agency, and are majorly FGN Bonds and treasury bills which

are externally rated by S&P, therefore S&P annual sovereign local currency rating for Nigeria was adopted and adjusted for

forward looking macro economy variables.

Since there is no history of default in the repayment of debt by the Federal Government of Nigeria and staff, we have

assumed a loss given default of 5% for 2022 (2021: 5%) to cater for time effects should a default occur since the FGN and

staff has the capacity and authority to repay all outstanding Naira denominated obligations.

Significant increase in credit risk 

The Corporation continuously monitors all assets subject to ECLs. In order to determine whether an instrument or a portfolio

of instruments is subject to 12mECL or LTECL, the Corporation assesses whether there has been a significant increase in

credit risk since initial recognition. The Corporation considered an exposures to have significantly increased in credit risk if

contractual payments are more than 30 days past due. 

The credit quality of financial assets is assessed by reference to external credit ratings information about counterparty

default rates.

The Corporation's financial assets of N2.098 trillion (December 2021: N1.863 trillion) relate to investment in treasury bills and

bond issued by the Federal Government of Nigeria and bears the sovereign risk of the Federal Government of Nigeria. The

Federal Government of Nigeria currently has a foreign long term issuer credit rating of B/B (S&P).

The credit risk is mitigated by the Corporation limiting its investment portfolio to Federal Government securities which are

relatively risk-free. The maximum exposure to credit risk at the reporting date is the carrying value of the debt securities as

disclosed below:

At the time of signing the financial statements, the Corporation has continued to incurr operating expenses incidental to carrying 

out its manadate as provided in the Corporations establishing Act despite rising cost levels.
